(i) The fabricated or unfabricated parts, work in process, completed work, supplies, and
other material produced or acquired for the work terminated,;

(i) The completed or partially completed plans, drawings, information, and other property
that, if the contract had been completed, would be required to be furnished to the
Government; and

(iii) The jigs, dies, fixtures, and other special tools and tooling acquired or manufactured for
this contract, the cost of which the Contractor has been or will be reimbursed under this
contract.

(7) Complete performance of the work not terminated.

(8) Take any action that may be necessary, or that the Contracting Officer may direct, for the
protection and preservation of the property related to this contract that is in the possession of
the Contractor and in which the Government has or may acquire an interest.

(9) Use its best efforts to sell, as directed or authorized by the Contracting Officer, any property of
the types referred to in paragraph (c)(6) of this clause; provided, however, that the Contractor
(i) is not required to extend credit to any purchaser and (ii) may acquire the property under the
conditions prescribed by, and at prices approved by, the Contracting Officer. The proceeds of
any transfer or disposition will be applied to reduce any payments
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to be made by the Government under this contract, credited to the price or cost of the work, or
paid in any other manner directed by the Contracting Officer.

(d) The Contractor shall submit complete termination inventory schedules no later than 120 days from the

effective date of termination, unless extended in writing by the Contracting Officer upon written request
of the Contractor within this 120-day period.

(e) After expiration of the plant clearance period as defined in Subpart 49.001 of the Federal Acquisition

Regulation, the Contractor may submit to the Contracting Officer a list, certified as to quantity and
quality, of termination inventory not previously disposed of, excluding items authorized for disposition
by the Contracting Officer. The Contractor may request the Government to remove those items or enter
into an agreement for their storage. Within 15 days, the Government will accept the items and remove
them or enter into a storage agreement. The Contracting Officer may verify the list upon removal of the
items, or if stored, within 45 days from submission of the list, and shall correct the list, as necessary,
before final settlement.

(f) After termination, the Contractor shall submit a final termination settlement proposal to the Contracting

Officer in the form and with the certification prescribed by the Contracting Officer. The Contractor shall
submit the proposal promptly, but no later than 1 year from the effective date of termination, unless
extended in writing by the Contracting Officer upon written request of the Contractor within this 1-year
period. However, if the Contracting Officer determines that the facts justify it, a termination settlement
proposal may be received and acted on after 1 year or any extension. If the Contractor fails to submit the
proposal within the time allowed, the Contracting Officer may determine, on the basis of information
available, the amount, if any, due the Contractor because of the termination and shall pay the amount
determined.

(9) Subject to paragraph (f) of this clause, the Contractor and the Contracting Officer may agree on the

whole or any part of the amount to be paid (including an allowance for fee) because of the termination.
The contract shall be amended, and the Contractor paid the agreed amount.

(h) If the Contractor and the Contracting Officer fail to agree in whole or in part on the amount of costs

and/or fee to be paid because of the termination of work, the Contracting Officer shall determine, on the
basis of information available, the amount, if any, due the Contractor, and shall pay that amount, which
shall include the following:

(1) All costs reimbursable under this contract, not previously paid, for the performance of this contract
before the effective date of the termination, and those costs that may continue for a reasonable time
with the approval of or as directed by the Contracting Officer; however, the Contractor shall
discontinue those costs as rapidly as practicable.

(2) The cost of settling and paying termination settlement proposals under terminated subcontracts that
are properly chargeable to the terminated portion of the contract if not included in paragraph (h)(1)
of this clause.

(3) The reasonable costs of settlement of the work terminated, including-

(1)  Accounting, legal, clerical, and other expenses reasonably necessary for the preparation of
termination settlement proposals and supporting data;

(i) The termination and settlement of subcontracts (excluding the amounts of such settlements);
and

(iii) Storage, transportation, and other costs incurred, reasonably necessary for the preservation,
protection, or disposition of the termination inventory. If the termination is for default, no
amounts for the preparation of the Contractor's termination settlement proposal may be
included.
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(4) A portion of the fee payable under the contract, determined as follows:

(i) If the contract is terminated for the convenience of the Government, the settlement shall
include a percentage of the fee equal to the percentage of completion of work contemplated
under the contract, but excluding subcontract effort included in subcontractors' termination
proposals, less previous payments for fee.

(i)  If the contract is terminated for default, the total fee payable shall be such proportionate part of
the fee as the total number of articles (or amount of services) delivered to and accepted by the
Government is to the total number of articles (or amount of services) of a like kind required by
the contract.

(5) If the settlement includes only fee, it will be determined under paragraph (h)(4) of this clause.

(i) The cost principles and procedures in Part 31 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation as supplemented in
subpart 970.31 of the Department of Energy Regulation, in effect on the date of this contract, shall
govern all costs claimed, agreed to, or determined under this clause.

(1) The Contractor shall have the right of appeal, under the Disputes clause, from any determination made
by the Contracting Officer under paragraph (f), (h), or (I) of this clause, except that if the Contractor
failed to submit the termination settlement proposal within the time provided in paragraph (f) and failed
to request a time extension, there is no right of appeal. If the Contracting Officer has made a

(1) The amount determined by the Contracting Officer if there is no right of appeal or if no timely
appeal has been taken; or

(2) The amount finally determined on an appeal.

(K) In arriving at the amount due the Contractor under this clause, there shall be deducted-
(1) All unliquidated advance or other payments to the Contractor, under the terminated portion of this
contract;
(2) Any claim which the Government has against the Contractor under this contract; and
(3) The agreed price for, or the proceeds of sale of materials, supplies, or other things acquired by the
Contractor or sold under this clause and not recovered by or credited to the Government.

() The Contractor and Contracting Officer must agree to any equitable adjustment in fee for the continued
portion of the contract when there is a partial termination. The Contracting Officer shall amend the
contract to reflect the agreement.

(m)(1) The Government may, under the terms and conditions it prescribes, make partial payments and
payments against costs incurred by the Contractor for the terminated portion of the contract, if the
Contracting Officer believes the total of these payments will not exceed the amount to which the
Contractor will be entitled.

(2) If the total payments exceed the amount finally determined to be due, the Contractor shall repay the
excess to the Government upon demand, together with interest computed at the rate established by
the Secretary of the Treasury under 50 U.S.C. App. 1215(b)(2). Interest shall be computed for the
period from the date the excess payment is received by the Contractor to the date the excess is
repaid. Interest shall not be charged on any excess payment due to a reduction in the Contractor's
termination settlement proposal because of retention or other disposition of termination inventory
until 10 days after the date of the retention or disposition, or a later date determined by the
Contracting Officer because of the circumstances.

(WS&H), including performance under an approved Integrated Safety Management System (ISMS); and
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(if) The Contractor's or Contractor employees' compliance with the terms and conditions of this
contract relating to the safeguarding of Restricted Data and other classified information.

(2) The ES&H performance requirements of this contract are set forth in its ES&H terms and conditions,
including the DOE approved Contractor ISMS or similar document. Financial incentives for timely
mission accomplishment or cost effectiveness shall never compromise or impede full and effective
implementation of the ISMS and full ES&H compliance.

(3) The performance requirements of this contract relating to the safeguarding of Restricted Data and
other classified information are set forth in the clauses of this contract entitled, "Security" and "Laws,
Regulations, and DOE Directives," as well as in other terms and conditions.

(4) If the Contractor does not meet the performance requirements of this contract relating to ES&H or to
the safeguarding of Restricted Data and other classified information during any performance evaluation
period established under the contract pursuant to the clause of this contract entitled, ~“Total Available
Fee: Base Fee Amount and Performance Fee Amount,” otherwise earned fee, fixed fee, profit or share of
cost savings may be unilaterally reduced by the Contracting Officer.

(b) Reduction Amount. (1) The amount of earned fee, fixed fee, profit, or share of cost savings that may
be unilaterally reduced will be determined by the severity of the performance failure pursuant to the
degrees specified in paragraphs (c) and (d) of this clause.

(2) If a reduction of earned fee, fixed fee, profit, or share of cost savings is warranted, unless mitigating
factors apply, such reduction shall not be less than 26% nor greater than 100% of the amount of earned
fee, fixed fee, profit, or the Contractor's share of cost savings for a first degree performance failure, not
less than 11% nor greater than 25% for a second degree performance failure, and up to 10% for a third
degree performance failure.

The
following performance failures or performance failures of similar import will be considered third
degree:

(1) Failure to implement effective corrective actions to address deficiencies/non-compliances
documented through: external (e.g., Federal) oversight and/or reported per DOE Order 231.1-2
requirements; or internal oversight of DOE Order 440.1A requirements.

(if) Multiple similar non-compliances identified by external (e.g., Federal) oversight that in aggregate
indicate a significant programmatic breakdown.

(iii) Non-compliances that either have, or may have, significant negative impacts to the worker, the
public, or the environment or that indicate a significant programmatic breakdown.

(iv) Failure to notify DOE upon discovery of events or conditions where notification is required by the
terms and conditions of the contract.

(d) Safeguarding Restricted Data and Other Classified Information. Performance failures occur if the
Contractor does not comply with the terms and conditions of this contract relating to the safeguarding of
Restricted Data and other classified information. The degrees of performance failure under which
reductions of fee, profit, or share of cost savings will be determined are as follows:

(1) First Degree: Performance failures that have been determined, in accordance with applicable law,
DOE regulation, or directive, to have resulted in, or that can reasonably be expected to result in,
exceptionally grave damage to the national security.

(ii) Contractor actions that result in a breakdown of the safeguards and security management system that
can reasonably be expected to result in the loss, compromise, or unauthorized disclosure of Top Secret
Restricted Data, or other information classified as Top Secret, any classification level of information in a
SAP, information identified as SCI, or high risk nuclear weapons-related data.

(iii) Failure to promptly report the loss, compromise, or unauthorized disclosure of Top Secret Restricted
Data, or other information classified as Top Secret, any classification level of information in a SAP,
information identified as SCI, or high risk nuclear weapons-related data.

(iv) Failure to timely implement corrective actions stemming from the loss, compromise, or
unauthorized disclosure of Top Secret Restricted Data or other information classified as Top Secret, any
classification level of information in a SAP, information identified as SCI, or high risk nuclear weapons-
related data.
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(2) Second Degree: Performance failures that have been determined, in accordance with applicable law,
DOE regulation, or directive, to have actually resulted in, or that can reasonably be expected to result in,
serious damage to the national security. The following are examples of performance failures or
performance failures of similar import that will be considered second degree:

(i) Non-compliance with applicable laws, regulations, and DOE directives actually resulting in, or
creating risk of, loss, compromise, or unauthorized disclosure of Secret Restricted Data or other
information classified as Secret.

(i) Contractor actions that result in a breakdown of the safeguards and security management system that
can reasonably be expected to result in the loss, compromise, or unauthorized disclosure of Secret
Restricted Data, or other information classified as Secret.

(iii) Failure to promptly report the loss, compromise, or unauthorized disclosure of Restricted Data or
other classified information regardless of classification (except for information covered by paragraph
(d)(1)(iii) of this clause).

(iv) Failure to timely implement corrective actions stemming from the loss, compromise, or
unauthorized disclosure of Secret Restricted Data or other classified information classified as Secret.

(3) Third Degree: Performance failures that have been determined, in accordance with applicable law,
regulation, or DOE directive, to have actually resulted in, or that can reasonably be expected to result in,
undue risk to the common defense and security. In addition, this category includes performance failures
that result from a lack of Contractor management and/or employee attention to the proper safeguarding
of Restricted Data and other classified information. These performance failures may be indicators of
future, more severe performance failures and/or conditions, and if identified and corrected early would
prevent serious incidents. The following are examples of performance failures or performance failures of
similar import that will be considered third degree:

(i) Non-compliance with applicable laws, regulations, and DOE directives actually resulting in, or
creating risk of, loss, compromise, or unauthorized disclosure of Restricted Data or other information
classified as Confidential.

(ii) Failure to promptly report alleged or suspected violations of laws, regulations, or directives
pertaining to the safeguarding of Restricted Data or other classified information.

(iii) Failure to identify or timely execute corrective actions to mitigate or eliminate identified
vulnerabilities and reduce residual risk relating to the protection of Restricted Data or other classified
information in accordance with the Contractor's Safeguards and Security Plan or other security plan, as
applicable.

(iv) Contractor actions that result in performance failures which unto themselves pose minor risk, but
when viewed in the aggregate indicate degradation in the integrity of the Contractor's safeguards and
security management system relating to the protection of Restricted Data and other classified
information.

(e) Minimum requirements for specified level of performance. (1) At a minimum the Contractor must perform
the following:

(2) The evaluation of the Contractor's achievement of the level of performance shall be unilaterally determined
by the Government. To the extent that the Contractor fails to achieve the minimum performance levels specified
in the Statement of Work, Work Authorization Directive, or similar document, during the performance
evaluation period, the DOE Operations/Field Office Manager, or designee, may reduce any otherwise earned
fee, fixed fee, profit, or shared net savings for the performance evaluation period. Such reduction shall not result
in the total of earned fee, fixed fee, profit, or shared net savings being less than 25% of the total available fee
amount. Such 25% shall include base fee, if any.

(F) Minimum requirements for cost performance. (1) Requirements incentivized by other than cost incentives
must be performed within their specified cost constraint and must not adversely impact the costs of performing
unrelated activities.

(2) The performance of requirements with a specific cost incentive must not adversely impact the costs of
performing unrelated requirements.

(3) The Contractor's performance within the stipulated cost performance levels for the performance evaluation
period shall be determined by the Government. To the extent the Contractor fails to achieve the stipulated cost
performance levels, the DOE Operations/Field Office Manager, or designee, may reduce in whole or in part any
otherwise earned fee, fixed fee, profit, or shared net savings for the performance evaluation period. Such
reduction shall not result in the total of earned fee, fixed fee, profit or shared net savings being less than 25% of
the total available fee amount. Such 25% shall include base fee, if any.
